White Sage. This plant is used just like desert sage, however, most people prefer
White Sage because the aroma is much sweeter than Desert Sage.

Cedar. After cleansing with Sage, Cedar is often used to carry negative energies on
the Sage smoke to the creator. It also brings in good influences.

Sweetgrass. This herb is used after Sage to restore positive energy and good spirits
after negative energies are banished by the use of Sage and Cedar.

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Smudging Ceremonies

Smudging is a Shamanic ritual way to cleanse either a person, place,
object or dwelling of negative energies, spirits or influences. The
ceremony encompasses use of all spiritual elements, including earth, fire,
water and wind and the burning of sacred plants resulting in the driving
out of impure energies into the divine light of God and restoring balance,
purification and a peaceful atmosphere.

Cleansings are important for maintaining a positive energy flow within
your dwelling. Cleansings will clear any negative or questionable energy.
Rev. Dr. Deborah peforms smudging ceremonies together with prayer
and universal light energy to clear negative energies.

- Feeling strange energy (e.g., cold
spots, negative vibes)
- Unexplained happenings occurring
- Strange sounds, visions of spirits
or uninvited energies
- Feeling a lot of negativty around
you; increase of arguments ;
general feeling of unrest and anger
- Strange noises or smells
- Pets avoid areas or look “strangely”

Cleansings usually take one to two
hours. Rev. Deborah uses different
Shaman herbs to smudge all areas
of the home depending on your
problems, specifically

- Previous criminal activity in your
dwelling
- General sense of "haunted"
- Feeling of strange or negative
energy around you
- General sense of uneasiness
- You have the sense that you are
being followed or watched
- Seeing shadows or what could be
considered a ghost
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
